                Kuk Sool Won’s 50th Anniversary  

We would like to announce the 
celebration of Kuk Sool Won’s 
50th Anniversary this year.  
Kuk Sa Nym  completed the 
arduous task of organizing a 
single Korean martial art in 
1958, which became the Kuk 
Sool Won Association.  Kuk 
Sa Nym began training hun-
dreds of native Koreans, which 
was the first time Koreans 
were given this opportunity to 
train in their own native mar-
tial art.  Kuk Sa Nym traveled 
extensively and eventually ex-
ceeded 300 martial arts schools 
throughout Korea.   

Kuk Sa Nym came to the 
United States in 1974, and es-
tablished the U.S. headquarters 
of the Kuk Sool Won Associa-

tion in San Francisco, Califor-
nia. ( February 1975 )  The 
headquarters moved in Octo-
ber 1991 to Houston, Texas to 
become a more centralized 
location.  

The World Kuk Sool Won As-
sociation has many plans to 
celebrate their 50th Anniver-
sary.
